


n Submissions:
All entries must address a current issue as it relates to problems encountered in the Emergency Department. 
Issues can span a wide spectrum; from staffing, overcrowding, diversions and flow, to caring for everyday 
medical problems in a new and unique way. The goal is to point out successes as ideas for other departments 
to consider.

Posters should include a problem, proposed goal of new idea, implementation, data, outcomes, and summary. 
It should also include entrant’s name, title, hospital affiliation, contact phone number and email address.

An electronic version of the poster will be included in the conference syllabus. Send this submission to 
Shannon McDonald at WA/ACEP by April 11, 2008 in a MS Word or Acrobat (PDF) format.

Final posters should be on standard 22˝ x 28˝ poster stock – no more than two per poster entry. No more 
than two entries per person.

One need not attend the conference to submit an entry, however, entrants are responsible for setting up 
their own poster at the conference.

The winning poster will be voted on by conference attendees during the conference. The poster award will 
be presented at Lunch on Tuesday, May 13, 2008.
